Responding to the referees

deviations and spurious statistical inference. We have performed angmented Dickey-Fuller tests
(we work on an unbalanced panel). Results show that all variables are stationary.

We have therefore added a footnote (footnote 18) in the paper (page 9) to address this

concern.
